Local Tours Promote Plant Vision (or Debate grows around Arboretum)
Bassendean residents and the Bassendean Preservation Group are worried about the potential removal of the Arboretum from Broadway Reserve.  
The Arboretum was created in 1993 but has not developed as planned.  
Local resident Ron Van Delft is running tours at the Arboretum to showcase the original vision and to gather public support for keeping the Arboretum.  
He says the tours will highlight the benefits of the council keeping and maintaining the Arboretum, explain the site’s history, focus on interesting plants, and show people how they can help save the Arboretum.
The word Arboretum means “place of plants”, and the Broadway Arboretum was originally envisioned as an area to show off WA’s beautiful native flora 
as well as provide an opportunity to cultivate and preserve rare native plants.  Most native plants are low maintenance and waterwise, and once planted will have very low maintenance costs for the council and no impact on our already low water supplies. As well as showcasing WA’s plants, the Broadway Arboretum has a playground for children, car parking and an attractive lake which brings birds and frogs to the area. 

Concerned resident Claire Hall, Chair of the Bassendean Preservation Group plans to attend the Saturday Discovery Tour.  She says that one of the attractions of Bassendean is its wide range of parks and green spaces and that it would be a shame for the council to turn the park into another flat grassed area.
